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 In 1860, a man named Milton Bradley decided to make a board game that people 

could play where they learn life lessons.  The game would help us to recognize that life is full of 

decisions.  Decisions we make will not always turn out the way that we thought they would.  

He also wanted us to recognize in life, we take risks in hopes of rewards.  Also in life, things do 

not always turn out the way we had planned. 

This game was originally called ñThe Checkered Game of Life.ò  The board was an 

adjusted checkerboard.  There was not a spinner or even dice because dice were too connected 

to gambling at the time.  So a spinner top was used to tell the number of spaces to move from 

ñInfancyò to ñHappy Old Ageò across the board. 

In 1960, the game many of us now know as ñThe Game of Lifeò was introduced with 

the spinner and cars with blue and pink pegs.  This game continues to remind us how life can 

change based on the decisions we make. 

Starting August 16th, we will start a new message series called ñThe Seven Simple 

Truths about Life.ò  In this message series, I will be sharing some ideas for life that appear 

simple.  These ideas are simple words or values.  Most of us probably already will know these 

truths.  However, as simple as they are, living these truths is not always easy. 

We will look at truths about relating to other people, those close to us as well as 

strangers.  We will look at ways of forming our personal mindset and worldview in ways that 

glorify God.  We will attempt to simplify parts of life that have become very complicated in the 

lives we live today. 

 As we play the game of life, God has some simple truths to help us stay on the right 

path towards the goal.  Join me as we look at Seven Simple Truths about Life.
