For us, fall is the time for 

the United Methodist Church Ingathering (November 7th) 

and this year the Mission Team has selected school and  

classroom kits for our churchôs contribution for 2009.  

School kits are provided for countries where children donôt 

have books, school supplies or classrooms, or in areas  

recovering from a disaster.  The school kit may be their only 

educational resource.   

There are two different kits we hope to assemble... 

UMCOR School KitðThe value of this kit is $11.00 plus $2.00 shipping.  We hope to 

assemble 15 of these kits. The UMCOR Kit consist of: 

¶ 3 Notebooks (8 1/2x11) - wide ruled, 210-250 sheets total, spiral or bound 

¶ 1 box crayons (ONLY  24 in box) 

¶ 6 ­ UNSHARPENED pencils w/erasers  

¶ 1 - 30 cm metric ruler  

¶ 1 ï 2-1/2ò eraser  

¶ 1 pair blunt scissors  

¶ 1 hand held pencil sharpener  

¶ 1 cloth bag, 14ò x 16ò with 22ò handles 

Iowa-Nigeria School KitðThe value of this kit is $25.00 plus $2.00 shipping.  We hope 

to assemble 30 of these kits. The Iowa-Nigeria Kit consist of: 

¶ Box of stars or award stickers (1 sheet only) 

¶ Plastic 12ò ruler with inches & centimeters  

¶ 1 100-count 3ò x 5ò note cards (plain or lined) 

¶ Small bag of rubber bands (all sizes) 

¶ Compact desk stapler (w/one box of staples)  

¶ Single hole punch  

¶ 1 box jumbo paper clips (100) 

¶ 5 2-pocket folders  

¶ 6 manila envelopes (9ò x 12ò) 

¶ 1 2-gallon size ziplock bag  

¶ Pair of 8ò scissors  

¶ Basic Calculator (solar powered)
