     Together we will also take an offering for the Iowa County Ministerial  

Association to assist those in Iowa County who are having trouble making ends 

meet in this difficult economy. 

     We hope everyone will plan to join us on a beautiful day in the Williamsburg 

town square.  If the weather is not good, we will worship in the sanctuary of 

First Presbyterian Church across from Caseyôs.  

 I shared in worship recently that I am not very confident in my construction capabilities.   

                    I have not had much training with construction tools or engineering.  I can follow directions and do 

             what I am told, but I would not be confident leading a group in a construction project. 

 However, I am confident in building the kingdom of God.  I get excited when I see Godôs 

kingdom growing and reaching out.  This is exactly whatôs happening with the addition of our third 

service set to start this fall. 

 With leadership from the Worship Team, we have decided that on August 16th at 9:30am we 

will begin to offer EZ Worship.  This service will be focused on reaching those who want to be active 

      participants in worship.  There will be a few songs led by one of our praise bands and personal prayer 

time each week where individuals can choose to go to different stations in the sanctuary.  Some stations will change while others will 

be offered every week.  They may include communion, lighting a candle, going to the kneeling rail, or anointing with oil.  This  

personal prayer time is for each person to respond as they feel God leading them on that particular morning.  The final piece of the 

service will be a message which will make the service 35 to 40 minutes. 

 At first glance you might think this is easy worship meaning it is worship that is less than it should be.  There is some  

reason to this as the Worship Team would like this service to get interest from those who think church is too complicated.  This  

service will be able to minister to those our other two services may not reach. 

 However, when someone experiences this service they will know it is not easy worship, but EZ Worship.  EZ stands for 

Experience Zion.  Zion in the Old Testament was the city of David, Jerusalem.  This is where the Temple was and where the people 

of Israel believed Godôs presence dwelled.  In the New Testament and today, Zion is not a physical place, but a spiritual place.  It 

represents the true City of God.  Some will even compare it to heaven. 

 So the main focus of this service is the same as our other services; we want a place for people to embrace Christ.  This new 

service will be a new way for people to experience the community of the Body of Christ.
