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   June 22, 2009 will be the one year anniversary of being in our new building.  Even in one year 

   a lot has changed and more is to come.  One year ago we still did not have carpet in every room that 

   needed it.  A new ministry developed that uses half of our attic space and serves the community       

   surrounding us.  We have refinished our old kneeling rail and put it in our current sanctuary.  Just to 

   name a few changes that have happened inside our building. 

   In just one year, our Sunday morning attendance has grown from 160 last May to 240 this 

   year.  These numbers are leading us to prepare to add an additional Sunday morning service this fall. 

Our growth is also evident in our childrenôs ministry.  Through the Administrative Council, Pastor Helen is working with 

the Trustees because this fall we will have over 50 kids 4 years old and under to fit into our pre-school and nursery room.  Even 

with two rooms, the space is not adequate for all of these children.  So this summer our library room will be transformed into a   

pre-school break out room where they will experience their Bible lessons. 

I had thought that Phase 1 of this new building would give us a break from needing to be adaptive and creative in our use 

of space.  Before this new building, we had to make many adjustments in when and how we used the space available to us.  I know 

my job would be easier without space situations interfering.  However, I wonder if God was pleased with how we handled these 

situations before and He believes we will handle them again. 

This makes me think about the parable found in Matthew 25:14-30.  Jesus tells the story about a man who entrusted    

talents (a unit of currency in those times) to his servants.  Two of the servants used their talents to gain more talents.  One servant 

simply kept the talent he was given.  To the two servants who produced more talents the man said, ñWell done, good and faithful 

servant!  You have been faithful with a few things; I will put you in charge of many things.  Come and share your masterôs       

happiness!ò 

In the story, the master goes away on a journey while the servants were entrusted with their talents.  That is when the  

servants did their work to earn the extra talents.  I believe in this past year God has not left us to do our own work, but rather God 

has been working in mighty ways in all he has entrusted to us.  God has been working to transform lives here in Williamsburg and 

we can join our Master in the happiness this brings. 

As our one year anniversary in this building approaches, we can look back and celebrate the amazing year God has been 

with us.  We can also continue to look forward to marvelous work He will do as we faithfully follow him.
